Younger children are more at risk of acquiring disease as they have not yet developed effectisopal hygiene
practices. The most effective way to avoid coningcthe disease is to wash hands thoroughly vagpsand running
water for 15 seconds before handling and eatingd fowl to always wash hands after using the toilet.
In addition, following a gastrointestinal infectiostudents should be excluded from school foraxtld8 hours after the|
diarrhoea and/or vomiting stops. Students sholshal lze excluded from swimming pools for a minimuhtveo weeks
after getting better.
