Before School 
It’s been great to see the positive response to our morning routine. Students who are arriving to school early 
are making their way to the Undercover Area and sitting down on the benches. Thank you to parents and 
teachers for reinforcing these expectations. 
Below is what was explained in a previous newsletter about before and after school. 
This year we are a trial school for an initiative called Kids Matter. The program aims to equip 
schools with strategies and processes to ensure a safe and supportive school environment. 
An area of concern for us at the moment is the provision of supervision for students who arrive 
early to school. The school day commences at 8:50am and teachers have an open door policy 
from 8:30am. 
We are asking for your support in not sending children to school before 8:30am. Supervision 
will be provided from 8:20am in the Undercover Area and any student arriving at school before 
8:30am is to be seated in the Undercover Area. There will be no one to supervise children at school before 
8:20am and the school cannot accept responsibility for students delivered to school prior to 8:20am. 
From 8:30am students are able to come and go from their class to socialise, order lunches, return books to the 
library etc. As teachers are in classrooms, we cannot adequately supervise ball games or children playing on 
equipment and ask for your support in encouraging your children to follow their teacher’s morning class 
routines. 
A similar situation occurs at the end of the school day and we ask for your support in ensuring that all children 
are either collected or have left the school site by 3:30pm. We are unable to provide supervision for students at 
school after 3:30pm and the school cannot accept responsibility for students remaining on school premises 
after that time. 
If students are with their parents/caregivers then the duty of care lies with them.

Yesterday was Harmony Day and we celebrated the day with a ‘Sea of Hands” activity. Thank you 
to Mr Hofmeester our ESL teacher for coordinating the activity. 
Surveys 
Please check if your child has bought home either a parent or student survey today. We have selected at 
random both students and families to complete information about our school. This information is useful to us 
to set goals for improvement. It also gives us information about one aspect of our accountability obligations 
and that is to report information about parent, student and staff satisfaction. Collated information will be 
presented in the school’s Annual Report. 
Easter 
Many classes will be exploring the meaning of Easter through classroom based activities over 
the next few weeks. I am sure teachers will send notes home regarding these. If you do not 
wish to have your children participate in Easter activities please forward that on to their 
teacher.

April as this is a pupil free school development day. There will be a newsletter sent home on Wednesday, 4th
